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Biergartens aren'’t for weeding, seeding and watering

f you think gardens are all

about thatching and

mulching and fertilizing

and weeding and seeding
and watering and breaking
your back for a few measly
daffodils and a nice lawn,
think again.

Weary (and probably
thirsty) toiler, meet the bier-
garten.

Before we get your hopes
(or should we say hops?) up,
no, a biergarten is not some
wondrous locale where beer
pours freely from trees and
shrubbery. "

A German tradition that
dates back centuries, a bier-
garten is simply an outdoor
space where brewery patrons
can enjoy a soft pretzel and a
cold beer in warm weather,
said Sam Allen, co-owner gf
Bube's Brewery in Mount Joy.

That’s right, you'can have
your beer outside and drink
it, too.

Hershey Gardens is host-
ing its fifth annual Biergarten
1 to 4 p.m. Sunday. Sample
beer from 15 microbreweries,
check out cooking and home-
brewing demonstrations and
listen to live entertainment
surrounded by 45,000 tulips.

“It’s an opportunity for
people to come out and enjoy
the garden,” said Rachel Din-
bokowitz, public relations—
specialist for Hershey Enter-
tainment and Resorts. “If you
like beer, it’s an added
bonus.”

Visitors can sit in on a coo-
king-with-beer demonstration
led by Hershey Entertain-
ment Complex executive chef
Charlie Gipe and Lancaster
Homebrew will offer tips on
brewing beer at home.

Or, just bring a picnic

blanket, grab some food from
one of the vendors and listen
to the blues and roots tunes
of Nate Myers and the Aces.
If you can’t make it to Sun-
day’s event, there are a few
other spots in the area that
put the ale in ale-fresco.
KClinger's Tavern in Han-
over has a beer garden where
patrons can enjoy a glass of
KClinger's Brown Ale or any
of the bar’s other 40 draft
beers, while sitting with
friends around a picnic table.
What makes it even more
authentic?
“We do have fresh hops

growing out in our garden
area,” said manager Bobbi
Millheim.

At Bube’s Brewery, the
biergarten is in an old brick-
covered wagon yard. The area
where carts used to drop off
bags of malt and grain and
that once housed a pigsty now
holds umbrella-covered
tables where restaurant-goers
can sample handcrafted beer
and enjoy a meal.

Starting Memorial Day
weekend, the brewery also
will host live music from 6 to
9 p.m. every Sunday.

“(In Germany), they have
songs in the background that
sound like the ‘Chicken
Dance,’” Allen said. “We do
more mellow music. We're
just not sure everyone wants
to hear German music all eve-
ning.”

In conjunction with Hano-
ver's 28th Annual Dutch Fes-
tival on July 30, the Sheppard
Mansion will open a biergar-
ten tent on its patio.

From 11 am. to 10 p.m,,
festival-goers who are 21 and
older can stop in and grab a
beer from one of several mi-

crobreweries and eat home-
made soft pretzels, sausage

and sauerkraut while listen-
ing to live entertainment.

“People can hang out
under the tent, relax and get
out of the sun and enjoy live
music,” said Sheppard Man-
sion owner Kathy Hoar.

While living in Bamberg,
Germany, where beer reigns
supreme,York Township resi-
dent Jim Vallosio visited
plenty of biergartens- He said
each establishment was dif-
ferent, and some were even
inside.

The outdoor areas were
typically filled with commu-
nal picnic tables, and de-
pending on the time of year,
might have entertainment.

And how does it compare
to that scene in “European
Vacation” where Clark Gris-
wold dances on the table in
those snug tan shorts?

“Especially at Oktoberfest,
there were people from all
different countries,” Vallosio

‘said. “They had oompah

bands and people dancing
and the waitresses dressed in
authentic old-time outfits and
the men wore lederhosen.”

But if you're not ready to
don tight breeches and sus-
penders, no worTies.

Dinbokowitz said folks
don't generally show up in le-
derhosen at the Hershey Gar-
dens event.

If you're into dressing up,
head to Bube’s.

“It has happened once in a
while people will show up in
lederhosen,” Allen said.
